Web Distributed Authoring and Versioning (WebDAV)

1. Page 196 of Administering IIS.

2. Requires FrontPage extensions and IE Explorer 5.0, IIS 4.0 or higher.

3. Netscape – can use for browsing the sub directory

4. To create a WebDAV directory on server:

a) Create a physical subdirectory (it may be under wwwroot)

b) Select the subdirectory in Windows Explorer

c) Right click Properties and select the Web Authoring tab.

d) Select the “Share this folder” radio button

e) The properties windows should come up. Name the WebDAV folder and set its properties. Be careful about which properties are set. Recommend setting “None” for Application permissions. Choose the appropriate Access permissions; Read, Write and Directory Browsing.

f) OK

g) Select the Security Tab to select the appropriate NTFS permissions. 

h) You may create the subdirectory anywhere and then make a virtual subdirectory for your web site. 

5. When creating the WebDAV directory note that the default access permissions are only Read. 

6. Can be used as if it was a network drive or local drive. 

7. Can create a connection by using IE or My Network Places.

8. In My Network Places use the “ADD Network Place” wizard to create the connection. (http://131.120.51.194/webdav)

9. When using IE go to File/Open then click the Open as Web Folder check box and enter the URL: http://131.120.51.194/webdav
10. You may want to create more than one virtual directory so you can have some users able to read and some able to read and write and browse.
