Server Configuration

1. In MMC go to the Default Web Site Web property sheet - show which log files are selected, what settings are selected and their location (D:\WINNT40\system32\Logfiles\W3SVC1). The look at them in note pad. Look at various days. 

2. See who looks at your site today.

3. In MMC go to Default Web Site. Right Click/Properties.

4. In HTTP Headers Tab. 

a) Check Enable Content Expiration

b) Expire immediately 

5. Create virtual Directory (Page 152)

a) Before making a virtual directory you must create the physical directory in Windows Explorer. Make it D:\InetPub\vdir

b) Make sure it has the appropriate permissions – Everyone or IUSR

c) In MMC, Click on Default Web Site. Right Click/New/Directory.

d) Go through wizard. Name it "vdir" Give only read and script permissions. You can make several virtual directories and have one with directory browsing allowed. Remember since it is a virtual directory, multiple web sites can use the actual physical location for their own virtual directory.

e) In MMC go to the vdir, right click/properties and check that index.htm has been added to the documents tab.

f) Test by placing html pages into the virtual directory then modifying them to say virtual directory.

g) The best way is to copy your index.htm from wwwroot into D:\Inetpub\vdir then in FrontPage2000 create a web that points to that subdirectory. You must create a web in FrontPage to create the correct pointers for images etc. that are in different subdirectories. The simplest way is to Open Web, select the vdir directory and say yes to adding required files. 

h) Then with browser try: http://localhost/vdir.
6. Create virtual server: (Page 162)

a) Remember the 3 ways: multiple IPs, Multiple ports and host headers. 

b) We aren't going to bind NIC card and use multiple IP addresses - too messy but would work well at NPS because of all our IP addresses and we have our own DNS. (Multiple IPs PowerPoint Slides on Home Page)

c) In Windows Explorer, create a directory under InetPub. Name it "vserver".

d) Check NTFS permissions.

e) Use FrontPage to create a web for the new directory. Select File/Open Web. Browse to the new directory “D:\Inetpub\vserver”. Click “Open” then click “Yes”.

f) Using FrontPage create an index.htm file. Put something in it that says vserver.

g) Go to MMC, right click default web site. Select new/site. Go through wizard. 

h) Name the new server “vserver”.

i) Keep same IP address. Select different port address:8081.

j) Check that document tab includes index.htm

k) When the virtual server is created, make sure the new web site is running. Check in MMC.

l) Check it out using your http://localhost:8081 or computername:8081 or Hosts name:8081

m) We will also use Host headers to create a new web server. We aren't going to change a DNS, but we can change the Hosts file on our computer. Note: If you are using SSL you can have only one web site per IP address (Page M1302). 

n) In the Hosts file (D:\Winnt\system 32\drivers\etc\hosts) add an entry for your IP address and the new virtual site you will create: “vserver.com”. For example:

131.120.42.225 vserver.com

o) We can use the vserver web site we just created.

p) In MMC change the port address back to “80”.

q) In MMC Web Site tab select Advanced. Then select your IP address and click Edit. Add a host headers name: “vserver.com” The click on OK or Apply.

r) Restart site

s) Check it out by going to http://vserver.com 

7. Create a virtual directory in the virtual site. Right click the vserver web site in the MMC.

8. Point to the same virtual directory as used above at D:\Inetpub\vdir

9. Name it vdir

10. Go to http://vserver.com/vdir
11. Add a secure virtual directory to your website. For this exercise you can create a new virtual directory that points to the same physical directory you used before.  http://vserver/secure . We will modify the NTFS and IIS permission later.

12. In MMC check out property pages of new site.

13. Visit other student’s web sites.

14. Check your own logs to see who has visited you. 
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
