Web Server Installation Lab

1. Give an overview to web installation and scripts engines: Perl, PHP & ASP.

2. Give an overview of Apache installation and structure with Perl and ASP. Can also connect to ASP.

3. Show my computer’s Apache server home page and documentation. Discuss multiple servers and web servers on one computer.

4. Discuss IIS 5.0 installation and properties.

5. Installing IIS 5.0 (Page 1, M 1167) from Control Panel/Add Remove Programs/

6. Click Add/Remove Windows Components

7. Select IIS (Accept defaults) then click on the Next button.

8. When installing IIS additional files are needed from the I386 subdirectory. I386 files should be available on each workstation. If not get them from a Win2K CD or from the instructor’s workstation. It is best to copy the I386 subdirectory to each workstation. The wizard will automatically find them if they are in a CD drive. If they are the instructor’s networked directory go to network places and computers near me. Then select the instructor’s station and the I386 subdirectory. 

9. Discuss ways to view a web site:

a) localhost

b) 127.0.0.1

c) Your IP address - 131.120.42.?

d) Computer name 

e) Fully Qualified Domain Name (www.nps.navy.mil)

f) There are additional way we will discuss later like host headers and different port numbers.

10. Discuss hosts and lmhosts files. C:\Winnt\system32\drivers\etc)

a) lmhosts.sam – IP to NetBIOS names (compare to WINS)

b) hosts.sam – IP to host names (compare to DNS)

11. Discuss IIS 5.0 security patches (hyperlink on IS 4506 Home Page).

12. Type in “localhost” as the URL in IE. Note the help files. With IE go to your web site using the other methods discussed above. Note the difference in the result.

13. Encourage the students to go through online documentation:

a) Select IIS manager by going to Start/Programs/Administrative Tools/Internet Service Manager.

b) Right Click on Internet Information Services/Help

c) Click on the Contents Tab to view help topics but don’t click on any.

d) In the right window click on the hyperlink: http://localhost/iishelp or directly from a web browser at: http://localhost/iishelp/iis/misc/default.asp.

e) Online documentation: http://www.microsoft.com/windows2000/en/server/iis/
f) This is the best IIS help available on line.

g) Discuss IIS online documentation hyperlink

h) Discuss TechNet 

i) Discuss FrontPage online documentation

14. There are also several help files (.chm) available from the Windows 2000 operating system: iis.chm, iismmc.chm, is.chm, mail.chm, mmc.chm, and news.chm and windows.chm.  They are all located in the C:\WINNT\Help subdirectory. They can be saved and studied at home. 

15. Check for the additional components added to Windows 2000 Server

a) Go to Computer Management and check out new user accounts - IUSR_computername and IWAM_computername.

b) Additional counters are added to the Performance Monitor – check later.

c) New items added to menus to start menu. – Start/Programs/Administrative Tools

d) Start up the Internet Services Manager.

e) Discuss services that are running: FTP, Web etc.

16. Go to the IIS manager. Give a brief glimpse of properties. Go to document tab and discuss default.asp and iisstart.asp. Add index.htm. Move it to first priority. Mention that index.htm is a universal default file while default .asp is only for Windows. 

17. In Windows Explorer go to the InetPub subdirectory and take a good look at the new subdirectories structure.

18. Look carefully at the wwwroot subdirectory. Note which default file is there.

19. Check out the security permissions for the subdirectory.

20. Who has permission to change and who has permission to read? (IUSR_computername?)

21. Attempt to check out each other's web sites by IP or machine name. Will normally show a web site under construction.

22. Discuss browser cache and unsuccessful connect attempts.

23. Next we will create an index.htm to use for our home page.

24. Start FrontPage 2000. Create a very simple web page that includes the student’s name.

25. Save the web page as C:\inetpub\wwwroot\index.htm. When it is saved, FrontPage will create a web located at C:\inetpub\wwwroot. 

26. Explain the structure of the web site and the creation of additional FrontPage webs. 

27. Spend some time describing FrontPage and tables.

28. Allow the students some time to create their own home pages. Have all students check out each other’s sites.
