Lab 8 - Active Server Pages

1. Create a new web in FrontPage 2000 named “asp”. Create the web (File/New/Web) as http://computername/asp. FrontPage will create a new directory at D:\Inetpub\wwwroot\asp.

2. Create the hello.htm file discussed in the Interactive C/S PowerPoint Slides on the IS 4506 Homepage. Save it in the D:\Inetpub\wwwroot\asp subdirectory.
3. In the Internet Explorer URL type: http://localhost/asp/hello.htm
4. In FrontPage 2000 save a copy of hello.htm as hello.asp 

5. In the Internet Explorer URL type: http://localhost/asp/hello.asp
6. Note that it produces the same result because it contains just HTML code.

7. Open hello.asp in FrontPage 2000 and click on the “HTML” tab.

8. After the first line of code add: <%@ LANGUAGE = VBScript %>. This tells IIS which scripting language you are using. 

9. Replace the title Static Hello with Active Hello Page

10. In the body of the file delete <FONT SIZE = 7> and replace it with:

<% For I = 3 to 7 %>

<FONT SIZE=<%= I %>>

11. After the line containing “Hello World!” add the line of code <% Next %>

12. Note how you can mix VBScript and HTML code.

13. Save the hello.asp file in the D:\Inetpub\www\asp folder.

14. In the Internet Explorer URL type: http://localhost/asp/hello.asp
15. Note the results and view the source code.

16. Next we will investigate input forms.

17. Create the form.htm file discussed in the Interactive C/S PowerPoint Slides on the IS 4506 Homepage.

18. In Internet Explorer type: http://localhost/asp/form.htm
19. Fill in the form and then click Submit Query.

20. Note the error message. We have not created response.asp yet so there is nowhere to send the input.

21. In FrontPage 2000 create the response.asp file as discussed in the Interactive C/S PowerPoint Slides and as shown below:
